About the College:

Ambedkar College, a Government General Degree College (GDC), was established
on 26th September 1991. Initially, the college was run on the campus of Fatikroy Class XII
School, afterward, on 15th August 1999, the college got its present permanent campus,
which was acquired at the cost of vacating 34 families residing in that area who were
rehabilitated by the local administration in Govt. land within 1 KM from the college. The
college is located in the Laldahar area, under Rajnagar GP of Fatikroy, Kumarghat
subdivision, Unakoti. College comprises 10.4 Acres of land encompassing an old and a new
campus along with a number of academicians with impressive numbers of students. In the
course of its glorious journey of over 31 years, the College has produced many graduates
working in different professions.

Our College has got B+ grade with CGPA of 2.69 in the 2" cycle accreditation by
NAAC in the year 2021 surpassing the grade C of the 1* cycle. In a nutshell, Ambedkar

College is one of the best colleges in Tripura.

Facilities Available:

Infrastructure:The infrastructural set up at the College is spread across different blocks:
Two storey Administrative Block, Academic Block-I, two storey Administrative Block,
Hundred-fifty seat College Auditorium, College Canteen, Fifty-bed ST Girls Hostel, College

Gymnasium, Staff Quarters, Library building, and classrooms.



Library:The college has a library with reading room facility has about 18,861 text and
reference books along with 3515 nos. of Title books. Also upgraded with e-G4 on cloud
software. Internet facilities with INFLIBNET access for students and teachers.

ICT Facility:Four classrooms upgraded with ICT facilities. One multipurpose hall equipped
with digital projectors, multimedia podium and other necessary equipment. Computer lab—
cum-classroom upgraded to smart classroom with high end interactive digital board,
Desktop, PA system with Wi-Fi facility. One air-conditioned e-study centre equipped with
LED-interactive board;

Hostel Facility: A fifty bed girls’ hostel for ST students has been recently inaugurated and
will be operational from the academic session 2023-24.

Canteen Facility: A well-equipped canteen is available for the service of staff and students
of the college.

Sports Facility:The college has a well-equipped gymnasium facility with equipment like
motorized tread mill,weight plates, aerobic step board, punching bag, etc. for students to
exercise regularly with attendance register maintained. And a well-maintained badminton
court.

IGNOU Centre:The College is providing distance education through a Learning Support
Centre of IGNOU established in the college since 2021.

NEILIT Centre: As part of skill development initiative, the college offers free of cost short
term courses on computer skill development in collaboration with National Institute of
Electronics and Information Technology (NEILIT), Agartala.

NFSE Centre: For the propagation of Sanskrit language and literature and to enhance the
language skill of the students, the college offers certificate/diploma courses on Sanskrit
language in collaboration with Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi.

NSS: The NSS unit of the college one of the active wings of the college with 100
volunteers. Most of the College Social Responsibilities (CRS) are rendered through this unit
by organizing various programme, viz. Blood donation camp, AIDS awareness programme,
Swacchata Abhiyan etc. NSS unit has earned the credit of district level ‘Outstanding Blood
Donors Organization’ for the college.

NCC:There is a NCC wing in the college since 2018 with allotted streangth of fifty cadets.
The boys and girls of the NCC unit of the college serves at the college as an organized and
disciplined way. This unit is also serving as an organized work force in the social and

cultural activities of the college.

1) Prospectus along with Application forms may be collected from the college office
againstsubmission of Rs. 30/- only.

ii) Self-attested copies of (a) mark-sheets (Madhyamik & HS(+2) or equivalents), (b)
caste certificate (only for ST/SC candidate), (c) birth certificate or any other proof of
birth, and (d) disability certificate (only for PWD candidates) are to be submitted with
the admission form. (e) Ex-Serviceman Certificate if applicable.

iii) During admission, all relevant Original Certificates are to be produced.
iv) During admission, original School Leaving Certificate is to be submitted.

v) Submission of multiple admission forms is strictly prohibited.

GUIDELINES

A. General guidelines: As there is a huge transformation and paradigm shift from the
existing coursesTDP/TDPH to NEP-2020, the following observations are to be highlighted
in this regard.

i. In NEP-2020, in addition to Major subjects, every student will get the opportunity to
study Minor, Interdisciplinary, Skill enhancement, AECC etc.

ii. As per NEP-2020, students have the provision fora certificate programme, Diploma
Programme,3-year UG degree and 4-year degree (Hons/Research).

iii. Registration in Academic Bank Credit (ABC) by the students.

iv. Flexibility in multiple entry and exit options.

B. Eligibility:

i. A student who has passed Higher Secondary/H.S.(+2 stage)/Senior Secondary
examination or equivalent from any recognised Board/Council shall be eligible for

admission to the 1st Semester of Under Graduate (B.A./B.Sc/B.Com) programme subject to

availability of seats. The students should be taken into consideration for admission if

he/she applied within five years from the year of passing. The year of admission shall not

be considered while calculating five years from the year of passing the previous qualifying

examination.

ii. For B.Sc. (Physical Science):A candidate who has passed the 10+2 stage with
Physics.Chemistry and Mathematics shall be eligible for admission.



iii. For B.Sc. (Biological Science): A candidate who has passed the 10+2 stage with Physics,
Chemistry and Biology shall be eligible for admission.

v. For B.Com. Programme: A candidate who has passed 10+2 with Commerce/Science
will be eligible to be admittedto B.Com.

vi. For BA. Programme:A candidate who has passed 10+2 in any stream shall be eligible
for admission.

C. Selection Procedure:

i. Major, Minor & Interdisciplinary subjects should not be the same.

ii. A student can apply for a maximum of three subjects as a Major in a particular college.
The major subject will be allotted strictly on the basis of merit.

iii. Students will mention four subjects as Minor in order of preference (mentioning
foursubjects as Minors in the application is mandatory for students applying for
ArtsProgramme).

iv. Students will mention four subjects for Interdisciplinary Course in order of preference
(mentioning four subjects as in the application is mandatory for students applying for Arts
Programme).

v. The merit list will be prepared on the basis of the sum of marks of the best five subjects of
the HS (+2) Exam and the subject opted for Major.

a) If there is a tie in the sum, preference will be given to the marks obtained in the subject
opted as Major (for breaking the tie).

b) If the marks of the subject opted as Major is also equal, then the candidate’s date of birth
will be considered. The senior candidate will be given the chance.

vi. The merit list will be published for Major subjects only.

vii. Minor and interdisciplinary subjects will be distributed among the students subject to the
availability of seats.

viii. Reservation policy of the Government of Tripura will be followed.
D. Admission Restriction:

If a candidate is admittedto any college, he/she cannot be admittedto any other college. In
case of admission to a second college, the admission tothe first college must be surrendered.
